Characters: Lemonade seller and 3 customers

Props: Lemonade stand or table with sign: “Lemonade — All You Can Drink for a Dime”
Pitcher and glasses on the stand/table

Seller: Come and get your fresh, ice-cold lemonade. All you can drink for a dime!

1** Customer: All I can drink for a dime? Boy, am I thirsty! Here’s a dime. I'll take a glass. (He
takes a long drink, then turns to the audience, holding his throat.) This stuff tastes terrible!
(Walks off, shaking his head.)

2" Customer: All you can drink for a dime?

Seller: Yup.

2" Customer: I’ll have a glass. (Takes a sip.) Yuck—this is the worst lemonade I’ve ever tasted.
Did you stir it with your feet? (Exits.)

3" Customer: Boy, am I thirsty. I’ll take a glass of lemonade. (Hands the seller a dime, and
drinks a glassful.) Hey, that’s might good! I’ll take another glass.

Seller: That will be another dime.

3" Customer: But your sign says, “All You Can Drink for a Dime.”

Seller: That’s right, and you’ve had all you can drink for a dime.

The Ants

Characters: 6 to 8 Cub Scouts

Props: Paper sacks

Setting: Skit opens with boys standing together in a backyard. Cardboard cutout trees and bushes
could be used.

Ist Cub: Gee, there's nothing to do.

2nd Cub: Yeah, I know.

3rd Cub: Hey, let's have a backyard picnic.

All: Yeah!

4th Cub: But it's going to rain.

1st Cub: I don't think so. If it does, we can eat in the house.
2nd Cub: I'll bring the potato chips.
